The Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity 

Today the Church celebrates the great mystery of the Trinity. When we speak of the holy trinity we refer to one 

of the main characteristics of our God. We believe in one God manifested in three divine persons, each one 

distinct, unique and deeply united to the other. They are not three gods but single God formed by the Father the 

Son and the Holy Spirit. Present in the divine and indivisible unity. Today’s feast invites us to live in the 

awareness of the presence of the Triune God within us. 

 

The Trinity has over the centuries been a mystery to believers and non-believers alike. However, through our 

faith and trust in revelation we have come to a deeper insight into this mystery. The Catholic Catechism for 

Adults offers the following explanation of this central mystery of our faith.   God is revealed as Father, Son, 

and Holy Spirit. The doctrine of the Trinity includes three truths of faith. First, the Trinity is One. We do not 

speak of three gods but of one God. Each of the Persons is fully God. They are a unity of Persons in one divine 

nature.  Second, the Divine Persons are distinct from each other. Father, Son, and Spirit are not three 

appearances or modes of God, but three identifiable persons, each fully God in a way distinct from the others.  

Third, the Divine Persons are in relation to each other. The distinction of each is understood only in reference 

to the others. The Father cannot be the Father without the Son, nor can the Son be the Son without the Father. 

The Holy Spirit is related to the Father and the Son who both send him forth. (cf. U.S. Catholic Catechism for 

Adults, USCCB edition © 2006, pp.52-53)  

 

Next weekend we celebrate Father's Day. I would like to wish all the fathers God’s blessing. It is a day to reflect 

on the role of fathers in the life of every child and appreciate their contribution to humanity.
