The word Eucharist actually means thanksgiving
The Sacrament of the Eucharist is an action of
thanksgiving to God. We want to thank our Heavenly
Father for His works: creating the whole world and each
one of us; sending His Son to redeem us through His
Death and Resurrection; healing and purifying us
through the grace of the Sacraments; and giving us the
gift of Eternal Life with Him. At Mass, when we receive
Jesus in the Eucharist, it is the most important time to
give thanks. Let’s pray this right now and every day this
week: “Rejoice always, pray without ceasing, give thanks
in all circumstances; for this is the will of God in Christ
Jesus for you” (1 Thessalonians 5:16-18).

12th Sunday of Ordinary Time

Today’s readings call us to tackle the challenging issues of fear and trust which must be confronted and dealt with by all of
us.

The Lord knows that facing our fears and trusting Him in all areas of our lives is an ongoing challenge. Therefore, he is
generous with reassurances to us throughout the Scriptures. Today’s Gospel passage from Matthew is a case in point. In the
span of eight verses, Jesus addresses the topic of fear four times.

¢ “Fear no one.”

* “Do not be afraid of those who kill the body but cannot kill the soul.”

¢ “Rather, be afraid of the one who can destroy both soul and body.”

* “So do not be afraid.”

With that, let us all breathe a massive sigh of relief. All is well. Our Father knows us through and through, sent His Son to

save us, and will always take care of us. Let’s stop wasting any more time with fear. Instead, let’s put all our energy, time,
talents, and treasure into trusting this great and loving God, using all that we are and all He has given us to bring Him glory.
