Message for the week of March 31: A Minute with Jesus:
Jesus rose from the dead on Easter Sunday
Jesus is alive! We receive the living resurrected Christ in
Holy Communion. Jesus holds nothing back in the Holy
Eucharist. He gives Himself completely to us when we
receive Him at Mass every Sunday. Receiving His
Resurrected Body and Blood will raise us to Him to live
forever. Let’s pray this right now and every day this week:
Jesus, help me realize that You are alive and that You are
alive in me every time | receive You. This week, as we
celebrate Easter, make a practice that was common after
the Resurrection with the early Christians to say to family
members and friends, “Jesus Christ is risen; He is alive!”

“He has been raised; he is not here.” (Mark 16:6b)
